Food for thought

One of God'’s greatest beneficial works is the creation of the
Priesthood. It is the life blood of the Church. Without the priest
there can be no Mass, no Eucharist, no administering of the
sacraments. A priest requires more than normal virtue - more
than normal fortitude for much is required of him. He is the one
appointed to deal with spiritual diseases and sicknesses of
unclean, accused mankind. He assumes the heavy
responsibility of all souls placed into his care. His duty is to
protect his flock from the snares of the devil. He must stand
apart from the ordinary run of mankind, and his first love must
always be the divine Author and God of the universe. A priest’s
life is one of sacrifice and service. He represents Christ. The
laity - whose spiritual welfare is the priest’s responsibility -
should help him, for we cannot expect flawless Church
leadership if we do nothing about it. Though set apart from the
world, a priest is part of it and is vulnerable to all its dangers.
